Patients (Adults and Children) may
also join our private dental care scheme Denplan for a modest monthly payment.

Orthodontics Orthodontic treatment — tooth straightening - Invisalign® (invisible
braces), Insignia Smile Design, ceramic and metal braces and composite bonding are carried out
at this practice.
